ARTICLE IIIT.
Membership

Section 1. The membership of this club shall conslst of male
students of good moral character and scholastic
standing who are officially enrolled as students
at Tong Beach State College, and are members of the
Associated Student Body of Long Beach State College.

Section 2. Classes of Membership. The membership of this club
shall be primerily of the active class as herein
defined. There may be honorary members, elected
pursuant to this constitution.-

A. Active membership: The active membership of this
club shall consist of a minimum of fifteen (15)
members who shall have been elected to membership
as herein provided,

B. Honorary membership: Any person, who has performed

some distinguished public service, and who 1s

not a member of this club, may be elected as an
honorary member of this club for a period of one
year, and may thereafter be re-elected from year

to year. Honorary members shall pay no dues and
shall be entitled to all privileges of the club,
except those of voting and helding office.

Section 3. Qualifications for admission to membership and for
continued membership in this club excepting honorary
membership. BEach member of this club must:

A. Be officially enrolled as a student at Long Beach
State College, for not less than twelve {12) units,

B. Maintain a minimum grede point average of two (2)
on the four (L) point grade scale.

C. Attend not less than sixty (60) percent of the

meetings which he may be obliged to attend by
the club.
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
